Beer Lovers Tour
Lviv is one of the oldest centers of beer production in Ukraine. Beer became the indispensable part of Lviv culture. During the tour you will learn about the history of beer making in Lviv, visit Lviv pubs and restaurants and hear many intricate stories about famous city residents.
Day 1, 

Upon arrival in Lviv, transfer to the hotel in the center of the historic city. After time to settle in, we'll gather in the hotel lobby for a welcome beer and big bus tour of the city (UNESCO site) that will end in a brew pub for our welcome dinner. 

Day 2, 
Morning is free to explore.  In the afternoon we'll enjoy a guided city beer walking tour, including a visit to the restaurants – breweries with the possibility to taste different local beers. You’ll see a monument to the brewer and a place of the Medieval Brewers’ Tower; we’ll discover a special world of Lviv idlers called “batyars” and finish our tour at the Brewery Museum in the biggest city brewery dating back to 1715. Excursion will be followed by tasting two unique sorts of fresh boiled beer. Having waked up a thirst we’ll enter a huge wonderfully restored medieval barn. It seats up to 300 people and is not a tourist trap; many of the guests are Ukrainian. A traditional four course menu: salad, soup/borshch, baked sausages and Lviv apple/nuts strudel is served up with fresh beer or Ukrainian vodka. Jazz music, local songs, sports competitions displayed on the huge TV screens create special atmosphere of community.
Day 3, 
This day we’ll spend outside the city of Lviv. Passing picturesque landscapes, villages and small towns we’ll get to Olesko Castle - historic place where Polish king Jan III Sobieski was born. The building places a wonderful collection of icons, painting and the applied arts being a museum now. Restaurant directly in the Castle will invite you for the medieval lunch and offer new sorts of the Ukrainian beer, barbecue meat, typical Ukrainian pickles and hand maid fruit and herb liquors. Knights’ tournament and ancient dance and music group performance* will surprise and rejoice us. We’ll be invited to dance, to sing and to struggle for the beautiful lady’s heart. Evening is spent in Lviv on your own.
Day 4, 
Today is free to enjoy and explore the many splendors of the city of Lviv, including palaces, museums, churches, galleries, parks etc., until afternoon when we go to visit a classic example of an independent Lviv brewery «The First Private Brewery”. Starting not long ago it became one of the most popular producers. After a tour of the modern brewery facilities you’ll be invited to taste beers. Evening will be spent in one of the numerous Lviv restaurants looking like an old tram or a Ukrainian partisans’ shelter, big Ukrainian village or an elegant club with live popular classical music… It looks to be a long last day in Lviv!
Day 5,

Breakfast, packing, departure
