JEWISH ROOTS
Day 1. Trip to Pidgaytsi near Ternopil. There one can observe the remnants of the Synagogue of the 16th century. That is the place of Aaron Benjamin Solnyk. There’s also an old Jewish Cemetery in the city. The majority of population was killed in Belzhyts concentration camp.

Day 2. Whole day trip to Pecheniznyn. This town is quite far from Lviv. On the way you will stop in Ivano-Frankivsk – former Stanislavov and Kolomyja where you can visit 3 synagogues. First Jewish settlements in Kolomyja date back to 13th century. Then you will go to the very Pecheniznyn. During the war period there was Ghetto in the city and a many people were killed. There are not so many places of Jewish heritage that could be found in Pecheniznyn now.  

You will return to Lviv late in the evening this day.

Day 3. Tour of the Jewish heritage places in Lviv including the remnants of Golden Rosa synagogue and medieval Jewish Quarter, monument to the victims of Lviv Ghetto, streets where Sholom Aleihem used to live. Jewish Theatre and modern Jewish Quarter. As well as the other interesting attractions in the city center.

After that you will visit Drogobych and Truskavets. These are former Jewish settlements and now little University town and world known mineral water spa.

In Drogobych you will have the possibility to visit places of Jewish heritage. As Drohobych had a significant Jewish population, the city became a site of the large ghetto which the Nazis liquidated in June 1943. Among all others you will visit the house of Bruno Schuldz.

The earliest record of Jews in Drogobych is 1404.

After that you will go to Truskavets. 

After tour of Truskavets you will return to Lviv.
